Please find attached the data and replication code files for “Who Wants to Deliberate.”  There are four further files in this zip file: one small SPSS data file, two STATA data files, and one STATA “do file.”

The SPSS file contains the data that we used for the first two figures on non-separable preferences.  Those data were not from our main Knowledge Networks study.  We just piggy-backed four questions onto an omnibus survey to replicate our preliminary findings from the CCES data on those questions.  We report the KN results rather than the CCES results because they are less skewed in our favor (and we think that are likely to be more representative data).  There is no code for these data since we do not estimate a model.  To replicate the figures simply cross tabulate Q1 and Q2 (and then Q3 with Q4) using the case weights.  We used the case weights rather than the raw data, again, because they produced more conservative results from our perspective (i.e., less supportive of our hypotheses).  Using Lacy’s (2001) methods and the logic laid out in our paper, we then categorize subjects on the diagonal as “separable,” those above the diagonal as “deliberative,” and those below as “stealth.”

The other three files are: two Stata data sets, and one Stata “Do” file with the commands to replicate Tables 1 & 2.  The first data file is from Polimetrix’s Cooperative Congressional Election Study as described in the paper and appendix.  The second data file is from our experimental Knowledge Networks study, again with more details in the paper and appendix.
